Con-
centrators in ESPP, EPS, ESE, other sciences and engineering, 
and Economics will have an advantage, but we welcome applica-
tions from all concentrations.

All accepted students will receive generous financial support cov-
ering airfare, accommodations, and a nominal stipend. Summer 
savings will be covered.
